What is Refraction?
The refraction exam is an eye exam that measures your prescription for eyeglasses or contact lenses.  
Why isn’t the Refraction Covered by my Medical Insurance?
If you’re seen for a medical eye problem, injury, disease or condition, we will bill your medical insurance.  However, the refraction (vision) portion of your eye exam is separate and usually not covered by medical insurance.  
You are responsible for paying the $20.00 fee for the refraction (vision) portion of your eye exam at the time of your visit, in addition to your co-pays and deductible.
You may choose not to have a refraction performed at the time of your medical eye exam.  While this will not affect your medical eye exam, it means that you will not get a new prescription for glasses at this visit.  Please tell the ophthalmic technician of your decision BEFORE you are taken to the exam room.  If you do not notify the technician and the refraction is performed, you will be responsible for paying for this portion of the exam.
